



TYP356ne Board of Directors Meeting Minutes
May 6, 2025
1. 6 PM Call to order by Microsoft Teams Video Conference. No physical meeting.
2. Membership Report by Carl Luck: Paid Members for 2025 = 157.  Several members have emailed Carl they are not rejoining for various good reasons. Eleven members have not responded at all to individual personal emails reminding them dues are overdue.  This includes two past board members Jeff Leeds and Dennis McGurk.  Those that have not paid dues for this year will be moved to inactive next week.  Despite us getting a few new members every month or so the Club is losing members due to death, illness and moving with retirement at a faster rate that new members are joining.  All Club Sponsors have now paid.
3. Financial Report: Georg Becker-Birck: Cash Balance as of April 30, 2025 = $4,662.56. Cost for the swap meet has been booked.
In fiscal year 2025 (Dec 24 to Nov 25) we have received $6,116.73 in income and had $3,178.33 in expenses so far - leaving a surplus of $2,988.40 for the rest of the year.

Old/Ongoing Business:
1. The time of the Holiday Party will be 11 AM to 2 PM.  Georg Becker Birk will be our speaker describing how he converted a diesel engine to burning used cooking oil for fuel. Members will pay for their own meals as in past years. The Club will pay for limited appetizers. 
1. Twenty-three people driving 14 cars have signed up for the TYP356ne Early Summer Tour from June 26-29th 2025, in southern Vermont, northern western MA, and eastern New York state.  The Sun Lodge in Vermont will be the base hotel. Members are booking rooms at the lodge using the discount link given in the tour announcement.
