June 2, 2026
1. 6 PM Call to order by Microsoft Teams Video Conference. No physical meeting.
2. Membership Report by Carl Luck: 158 paid members.
3. Financial Report: Georg Becker-Birck: At the end of May, we have $4,928.59 in our account. This already subtracts issued reimbursement checks, even if not cashed yet.  So far, we have $5,837.37 in income and $3,361.23 in expenses, leaving a plus of $2,515.14 from now until end of November 2026. Only one membership fee from Kurt Stielau was received in May.
4. Website Coordinator/Event Calendar Report by Allen Sisson: The Club Bylaws changes voted by the Board in March have been made on the Club website. The Club schedule for year is on the website. 
5. Newsletter Report: The second quarterly newsletter for 2026, published by Diane Mierz, will come out sometime in July, most likely following the event at Steve Harris’s garage or the Thompson’s Cars and coffee event on July 25th.

New Business:

1. Neil Fennessey will not be able to chair the Tom Coughlin Memorial South Coastal Drive and lunch this year on June 10, 2026. John Consigli will be chairing the event. John says that the event will be like last year’s.  He has found a restaurant, Kozy Nook, for lunch that will have marked separate parking for us.  John will provide sawhorses to mark the area.  Allen Sisson has sent out the first announcement for the event. Seven people in 4 cars have signed up so far. Other announcements will be sent by Allen Sisson closer to the event. 
2. The Wile Motorsports event on June 13, 2026, has been cancelled. Members were notified by email of this cancelation. 
3. Allen Sisson will send out announcements about the Sisson/Grace BBQ scheduled for Sunday June 28, 2026.  It will be like past years. 

Old/Ongoing Business
1. Tom Gilchrest and Steve Turino’s South Country Drive and lunch from 9 am to 1 pm on Wednesday, May 27, 2026, went well with 6 cars involved. 
1. The PCA Porsche Parade will be held from June 14-20th in Lake Placid, NY this year. Because of this there will be no Spring Tour this year.  Members wanting a Spring Tour can do the many tours PCA will offer during the Parade.
1. Drive Your Porsche Day will be Sunday, September 20, 2026.  Bob DiCorpo has volunteered to lead a 10 am to 2 pm drive and lunch in the Newport area on September 20th. 
1. John Consigli will chair Club Day this year and has reserved the Newport Auto Museum for Sunday, September 27, 2026, 10 am to 2 pm for Club Day. Allen Sisson will be the speaker with the topic: Hans-Peter Porsche His Life and Dream Come True. John Consigli has volunteered to manage Club Day for 2026 since he has already contacted the Newport Auto Museum about all of this. The museum will charge us $40.00 per person attending which provides museum admission for each person with roped off parking and set ups of tables, plates and utensils for eating.  Anna D’s Café can provide boxed lunches for each person ordering off their menu in advance.  Box Lunches - $20/sandwich. Members will choose their own sandwiches from the Annie D’s limited menu. All the sandwiches are included in this price except for lobster, shrimp or steak options. Each sandwich would come with a cookie (chocolate chip, peanut butter, sugar, oatmeal raisin) and a can of soda (coke, diet coke, sprite, seltzer) or bottle of water. They will be wrapped in individual bags with the name on the bag. They will send us a sheet for people to fill out. All sandwiches come with a pickle and chips on the side. The following has previously been voted by the board:
1. The Club will pay the $40.00 per person charged by the museum for the event. That is $1,200.00 if 30 people attend. Half of the Museum’s costs would need to be paid up front; the balance would be due the day of the event. 
1. Members will pay $20.00 each to attend and for their individual boxed lunches they select from Anna D’s menu. Note Anna D’s does not recommend we choose paninis since they steam in the bags. This is charging members half the $40.00 each cost for Club Day in 2025.  Several members told Allen Sisson they did not attend in 2026 due to the high cost per person. John and Allen Sisson will make up a menu of probably only 3 sandwich choices for this event.  The members will choose the sandwich, drink and cookie option. Allen Sisson will send out the announcements for this, and have members pay by check to Allen plus send their meal/drink choices to him.  Allen would rather not use the Club website for this purpose. It was voted for the meat sandwich choice to do turkey if that is available.
